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SUMMER CAMP 2010
Camp Descriptions
Swim:  Swim Camp is a 5-day per week only camp (there is no 2- or 3-day option for this camp) and is limited to 12 campers.  Children will meet GPCP teachers every day at 8:45 am at the Grant Park Pool.  Swim lessons will begin at 9:00 am with a certified swim instructor from the City of Atlanta.  After swim lessons, the children will change into dry clothes at the pool house and then enjoy playing soccer, free play and a picnic in the park.  Campers will return to GPCP in time for pick up at 1:00 or afternoon care.
Spanish:  Spanish Camp is a 5-day per week only camp (there is no 2- or 3-day option for this camp).  GPCP’s Spanish teacher, Juana Cerdas, will lead this Spanish immersion camp.  She will teach the fundamentals of Spanish through fun, interactive lessons and speak only in Spanish for the majority of the camp to reinforce Spanish vocabulary of casual conversation and everyday objects.

Paper Mache Jungle Camp: Campers will learn to make miniature animals out of paper mache (kind of like small piñatas), having a sort of stuffed animal effect. This session will include a trip to the Zoo.  Children will learn facts about animal behavior and will photograph them. This will support children to sculpturally recreate -in their own imaginative way- various kinds of animals.  The camp will end with a paper maché jungle party! Camp will be led by Brandi McDearis, who recently graduated from the School of the Art Institute of Chicago.
What’s in your Name Camp: Children will investigate the origin of their names and will use media to represent it.  They will make name plates out of aluminum or copper.  This will require writing their name backwards in order to see it the "right way" for re-creating it.  We will also incorporate the idea of word art (bubble letters, and decorative first letters) and will integrate them in a little book of the camp.  This camp will be taught by Gracie McDonald - atelierista from the CT Campus.
  
Building Camp:  While most children love to draw and paint, we have noticed that many children have an even stronger affinity for materials that allow them to interact with and manipulate their creations, showing an ability to think and create in a spatial way.  To support this “build” with working in the three dimensional realm, campers will be surrounded by an environment rich in three dimensional materials: wood pieces, tiles, stones, mosaic pieces, shells of many shapes and sizes and other random recycled & natural materials.  
Print Making:  Print Making Camp will be led by Brandi McDearis.  Campers will be introduced to the fine art of print making using a variety of methods and materials.  Fine art printmaking involves the creation of a master plate from which multiple images are made.  Using techniques such as relief printing, lithography and stenciling, children will create their own master plate and special edition prints.
Quilting with Clay:  Borrowing the concept of quilting, children will explore the many techniques of hand building with clay following the concept of building a large piece using small pieces. The children will create ceramic tiles composed of individual slabs of textured and modeled clay parts.  Their experiences with sewing during the school year will breathe life into their clay work; and the patterns, textures and seams from fabrics and textiles will now appear in their clay quilts.

Book Making - Storytelling Camp:  Children have a natural propensity for fantasy and storytelling.  In this summer camp the children will be encouraged to deepen their stories, record them through drawings and written words and turn them into books, using a variety of materials that support the children’s imaginative possibilities. 
This camp will be taught by Kelley Sharp - atelierista from the GP Campus.
Music Camp: Children will be immersed in the world of music, having the opportunity to experience and create music and different instruments.  We will use the Music Video created by the CT Frog’s class this year to inspire this camp.  Children will learn a variety of songs and will have opportunities to sing and share with the younger classes.
