Swim Camp: 
This year’s swim lessons will take place from 10 to 11am, therefore, we ask that you drop your child off at the Grant Park Campus at 9am (or between 8:00 & 9:00am if you are planning to use early care) and that you pick your child up at the park at 1:00pm (unless your child is staying for playtime in which case your child will walk back to the school with the teachers).

The children will have lunch at the park every day so please make sure you send a picnic lunch (do not send anything that needs to be heated & remember to send spoons, napkins, etc).   Children will have snack right at 9:10 and will leave the school at 9:30 to walk to the park.  We ask that you stay as long as possible and help with snack on your designated snack day. Please bring a change of clothes, a towel, a water bottle, and your child’s lunch in a backpack that your child can carry.  This usually works best.  

After the swim lesson, children will change clothes and spend the rest of the morning at the park’s playground where they will also eat lunch.  Pick up will be at the playground at Grant Park (playground is behind the pool).
